· All students must bring their camping gear (sleeping bag, pillow, suitcase, etc.) and check it in.  We will bag it and put your student’s name on it.  They will pick up their tagged bag when they arrive at camp.
·  REMINDER:  NO CELL PHONE OR ELECTRONICS
· MEDICATIONS:  Parents, please put all your student’s medication in a clear, gallon Ziplock bag with their name on it. Turn in all medication to the camp nurse with completed Medication Form. Medications must be in the original containers with instructions. Students are not allowed to keep any medication with them in their cabin.

· Students can make requests to be in cabins with their friends.  (We will do our best to accommodate.  We keep campers in the same grade together as best we can.)
· Students will receive their camp bracelet that is their “ticket” to get on the bus on Friday.
